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(b) All insurance provided for in this Section shall be in a form satisfactory to Lessor and carried with 

insurance companies reasonably acceptable to Lessor that are licensed or authorized to do business 
in the State of Ohio, are in good standing with the Ohio Department of Insurance and have a current 
rating issued with A.M. Best Company of not less than A-:VII, and/or whose claim paying ability is 
rated no lower than A by Standard & Poor’s Ratings Service and A2 by Moody’s Investors Service. 
Insurance coverage shall be written as primary policy coverage and not contributing with or excess 
of any coverage which Lessor may carry, and Lessor shall be named as an additional named insured. 
Lessee shall furnish Lessor at the commencement of this Lease with a certificate of insurance 
evidencing that all such insurance is in effect and that Lessor will be given at least thirty (30) days 
prior written notice of cancellation or non-renewal, and Lessee shall further provide proof that 
premiums have been paid by Lessee.  Lessee will annually, each January 31 during the Lease Term, 
provide to the Lessor a certificate of insurance identifying the City of Xenia as an additional named 
insured. 

(c) In the event Lessee shall fail to procure any contract of insurance required under the terms hereof or 
any renewal of or replacement for any contract of insurance that is expiring or has been canceled, 
Lessor may, but shall not be obligated to, procure such insurance on behalf of Lessee and the cost 
thereof shall be payable to Lessor as additional rent within ten (10) days following written demand 
of such rent. 

 
12. INDEMNIFICATION OF LESSOR 
 
Lessor shall not be liable for any damage by or from any act of the Lessee, its employees, contractors, 
invitees, or agents. Lessee shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless Lessor and its officers, directors, 
employees, attorneys and agents from and against any and all claims, demands, causes of action, 
judgments, costs, expenses, losses and damages, attorney fees, incurred in the defense of any such claim 
or any action or proceeding which may be brought against, out of or in any way arising from: (i) Lessee, 
its employees, contractors, invitees, or agents use of the Premises, or from the conduct of its business or 
from any activity, work, or other acts or things done, permitted or suffered by Lessee, its employees, 
contractors, invitees, or agents, in or about the Premises; (ii) any breach or default in the performance of 
any obligation of Lessee to be performed under the terms of this Lease, or arising from any gross 
negligence or willful or criminal misconduct of Lessee, or any officer, agent, employee, contractors or 
invitees. 
 
13. ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS 
 
(a) For the purpose of this Lease, “Environmental Laws” means any law, statute, ordinance or 

regulation pertaining to health, industrial hygiene or the environment including, without limitation, 
CERCLA (Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act of 1980), 
RCRA (Resources Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976) and SARA (Superfund Amendments 
and Reauthorization Act of 1986). 

(b) For the purpose of this Lease, “Hazardous Substance” means any substance, material or waste which 
is or becomes designated, classified or regulated as being “toxic” or “hazardous” or a “pollutant” or 
which is or becomes similarly designated, classified or regulated, under any Environmental Law, 
including asbestos, petroleum and petroleum products. 

(c) Lessee will not cause or permit any Hazardous Substance to be brought upon, kept or used in or 
about the Premises by Lessee, its agents, employees, contractors or invitees without the prior written 
consent of Lessor. Lessee will cause any and all Hazardous Substances brought upon the Premises 
by Lessee to be removed from the Premises and transported solely by duly licensed haulers to duly 
licensed facilities for final disposal of such materials and wastes. Lessee will, in all respects, handle, 
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treat, deal with and manage any and all Hazardous Substances in, on, under or about the Premises in 
total conformity with all applicable Environmental Laws and prudent industry practices regarding 
management of such Hazardous Substances. Upon expiration or earlier termination of the Lease 
Term, Lessee will cause all Hazardous Substances placed on, under or about the Premises by Lessee 
or at Lessee’s direction to be removed and transported for use, storage or disposal in accordance and 
compliance with all applicable Environmental Laws. Lessee will not take any remedial action in 
response to the presence of any Hazardous Substances in or about the Premises, nor enter into any 
settlement agreement, consent decree or other compromise in respect to any claims relating to any 
Hazardous Substances in any way connected with the Premises without first notifying Lessor of 
Lessee’s intention to do so and affording Lessor ample opportunity to appear, intervene or otherwise 
appropriately assert and protect Lessor’s interests with respect thereto. 

(d) Lessee shall provide Lessor with a report, at least once per year during the Lease Term, stating the 
number and description of businesses, individuals or other entities participating in business 
incubator training, utilizing space at the Premises, transitioning from the incubator to independent 
operations, and any other applicable information.  

(e) If the Premises becomes contaminated in any manner for which Lessee is legally liable or otherwise 
become affected by any release or discharge of a Hazardous Substance, Lessee shall immediately 
notify Lessor of the release or discharge of the Hazardous Substance, and Lessee shall indemnify, 
defend and hold harmless Lessor and its officers, directors, employees, attorneys and agents from 
and against any and all claims, damages, fines, judgments, penalties, costs, liabilities or losses 
(including, without limitation, a decrease in value of the Premises, damages caused by loss or 
restriction of rentable or usable space, or any damages caused by adverse impact on marketing of the 
space, and any and all sums paid for settlement of claims, attorneys’ fees and expenses, consultant 
fees and expert fees) arising during or after the Lease Term and arising as a result of such 
contamination, release or discharge. This indemnification includes, without limitation, any and all 
costs incurred because of any investigation of the site or any cleanup, removal or restoration 
mandated by federal, state or local agency or political subdivision. 

 
14. DEFAULT 
 
The occurrence of any one or more of the following events shall constitute an “Event of Default” under 
this Lease by Lessee: 
 
(a) Failure by Lessee to obtain a Certificate of Occupancy within one hundred eighty (180) days of the 

execution of this Lease. 
(b) The vacating or abandonment of the Premises by Lessee for sixty (60) consecutive days during any 

period following initial occupancy. 
(c) The failure by Lessee to observe or perform any of the covenants, conditions or provisions of this 

Lease to be observed or performed by Lessee, where such failure shall continue for a period of thirty 
(30) days after written notice thereof by Lessor to Lessee; provided, however, that if the nature of 
Lessee’s default is such that more than thirty (30) days are reasonably required for its cure, then 
Lessee shall not be deemed to be in default if Lessee commences such cure within said thirty (30) 
day period and thereafter diligently prosecutes such cure to completion. 
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15. REMEDIES 
 
If any Event of Default shall exist beyond any applicable cure period, Lessor may at any time thereafter, 
exercise any one or more of the following rights or remedies: 
 
(a) Terminate Lessee’s right to possession of the Premises by any lawful means, in which case this 

Lease shall terminate and Lessee shall immediately surrender possession of the Premises to Lessor. 
In such event Lessor shall be entitled to recover from Lessee all reasonable and necessary damages 
incurred by Lessor by reason of Lessee’s default. 

(b) Cure any default or breach  of warranty of Lessee hereunder, and perform any covenants which 
Lessee has materially failed to perform, and any sums expended by Lessor in curing such default or 
breach of warranty and performing such covenants shall be paid by Lessee to Lessor immediately 
upon demand. 

(c) Pursue any other remedy or combination of remedies now or hereafter available to Lessor under the 
laws or judicial decisions of the State of Ohio. 

 
16. LOSS OR DESTRUCTION OF PREMISES 
 
(a) If the Premises become, as a practical matter, totally untenable after a casualty loss such as fire, 

storm, explosion, earthquake, or other casualty loss, and if the casualty loss is not due to the 
negligence or fault of the Lessee or the Lessee’s its employees, contractors, invitees, or agents, 
either Lessor or Lessee may terminate this Lease within thirty (30) days after such damage or 
destruction and Lessee shall deliver to Lessor all insurance proceeds from such damage or 
destruction. If this Lease is not terminated as set forth above, this Lease shall continue under its 
terms and conditions. 

(b) Should only a part of the Premises thereby be rendered untenable, such part so injured shall be 
restored by Lessee as speedily as practicable, after which the Lease shall continue according to its 
terms. 

 
17. ASSIGNMENT OR SUBLEASE 
 
Lessee shall not assign this Lease or sublet the Premises without the prior written consent of the Lessor. 
“Assignment of this Lease” or “sublet the Premises” shall not be construed to include membership 
agreements with businesses, organizations or individuals who receive training or other services from 
Lessee’s business incubator program.  Lessee shall provide a copy of any management contract between 
Lessee and any third party. 
 
18. EFFECT OF FAILURE TO STRICTLY COMPLY WITH LEASE PROVISIONS 
 
Lessor’s failure to object to any default on the part of Lessee shall not be construed as a waiver of such 
default, nor shall any custom or practice that may grow up between the parties in the course of 
administering this instrument be construed to waive or to lessen the right of Lessor to insist on the 
performance of the provisions of this Lease. 
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19. ENTIRE AGREEMENT 
 
This Lease, together with any addendums, covenants, conditions, and agreements by which reference are 
herein made a part of this Lease, constitute the entire agreement and there are no other agreements, oral 
or written, pertaining to this Lease. 
 
20. SEVERABILITY 

 
If any provision in this Lease shall be invalid by judgment or court order, all other provisions shall 
remain in full force and effect. 

 
21. WAIVER 
 
One or more waivers of any covenant, condition, or term of this Lease by the Lessor or by the Lessee 
shall not be construed as a waiver or further breach of the same. 
 
22. GOVERNING LAW

The reason for such necessity 
arises from the need to provide appropriations for current expenses and other expenditures, for 
the fiscal year ending December 31, 2019, to ensure the continued, usual, daily operation of the 
City Government. 
 
Section 2. To provide for current expenses and other expenditures of the City of Xenia, Ohio, 
for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2019, the following sums in Exhibit A are hereby 
appropriated, with the following sums to show the following amendments: 
 
361 - General Capital Improvement Fund 
 Operating  Increase by $29,916 
 
601 – C.D.B.G./Revolving Loan 
 Operating  Increase by $15,000 
 Capital  Decrease by $15,000 
 
            Total Increase $29,916  
 
Section 3. Existing Ordinance 2019-03 is hereby repealed.  

 
Section 4. The Finance Director is hereby authorized to make payments from any of the 
appropriations herein made, upon receiving proper claims, certificates and or vouchers approved 
by the officials, department heads, or their respective designees, authorized by law, City Charter 
or this Ordinance to approve the same, or upon an ordinance or resolution of Council to make 
expenditures; provided, however, that no payments for salaries or wages shall be made except to 
persons employed in accordance with the ordinances of the City of Xenia and/or laws of the State 
of Ohio.

Section 5. In accordance with the City’s Charter, no warrant for payment of any claim shall be 
issued by the Finance Director until such claim has first been approved by the City Manager and 
funds therefore appropriated by Council.  No warrant for payment of any contract for goods or 
services shall be issued by the Finance Director unless the contract has been executed by the City 
Manager and endorsed by the Law Director.  No warrant for payment for legal services of outside 
counsel shall be issued by the Finance Director unless such special counsel has been employed by 
the Law Director, who is hereby authorized to employ special counsel to handle particular legal 
matters for the City within the limits of the appropriation for such services made by this Council. 
 
Section 6. The Finance Director is hereby authorized, in accordance with the Charter and 
Ordinances of the City, to adjust appropriations within any Fund or Department, so long as the 
adjustments made do not exceed the total appropriations authorized within any Fund.  In addition, 
the Finance Director is hereby authorized to establish additional accounts within any Fund as may 
from time to time be required to ensure proper accounting or by the State of Ohio. 
 
Section 7. It is found that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the 
adoption of this Ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, and that all 
deliberations of this Council that resulted in this formal action were in meetings open to the 
public in compliance with all legal requirements, including Chapter 121 of the Ohio Revised 
Code. 
 
Section 8. This Ordinance shall take effect upon its adoption, in accordance with Sections 5.04 
and 9.07 of the City’s Charter.

Scope/Description: With the adoption of the new Zoning Code by City Council in 2016, a new 

requirement was established where a developer of a subdivision that is interested 
in including street lights within his subdivision must agree to a street light 
assessment for the benefitting lots within his plat. 

 
 Accordingly, the developer, M One Development, LLC, for the Sterling Green 

Crossing Subdivision, Section 3, has received a cost to install nine (9) street 
lights, along with the monthly electricity fee per the City’s contract with Miami 
Valley Lighting (MVL).  The developer is responsible for the initial cost to 
install the lights, but the City of Xenia is responsible for paying the monthly 
electricity costs as it has been doing for many years on its other street lights.  

 
 Adoption of the attached Resolution of Necessity to establish Street Lighting 

District No. 3 will result in a streetlight assessment being included on the 
individual lot owners’ property tax duplicate from the Greene County Auditor.  
We are recommending a two-year period on the assessments as the assessments 
for Street Lighting District No. 1 and Street Lighting District No. 2 will both also 
expire in 2022.  This will allow us to renew the Street Lighting assessments in all 
three Districts at the same time. 

 
 Based upon the City of Xenia’s current contract with MVL, and including the 

administrative fees associated with the continued assessment of each lot on a 
yearly basis, the owner of each of the forty-six (46) lots within Section 3 of the 
Sterling Green Crossing Subdivision would pay an annual fee of $23.41.

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 727.01 grants the legislative authority of a municipal 
corporation the special power to levy and collect special assessments for the improvement of any street, 
alley, public road, place, boulevard, parkway or park entrance by the lighting thereof;  
 
WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 727.06 states that when a petition, subscribed by sixty percent 
(60%) of the owners of the front footage of property abutting the streets to be improved by the lighting 
thereof, requesting such improvement is presented to the legislative authority of the municipal 
corporation, the total costs of such improvement, including the cost of intersections, may be assessed and 
collected in equal annual installments, proportioned to the whole assessment, in a manner to be fixed by 
the legislative authority; 
 
WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 727.09 states that when the legislative authority determines that 
the streets or parts thereof to be improved by lighting are so situated in relation to each other that in order 
to complete the improvement in the most practical and economical manner they should be improved at the 
same time and treated as a single improvement; 
 
WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Section 727.12 states that, when it is deemed necessary by the 
legislative authority of a municipal corporation to levy and collect special assessments for improvements 
by street lighting, plans and an estimate of cost for the improvement be prepared and filed in the office of 
the City Clerk; 
 
WHEREAS, the owners of sixty percent (60%) or more of the front footage of properties abutting upon 
the streets in the Sterling Green Crossing Subdivision, Section 3, as shown in the plans on file in the 
Office of the City Clerk, have signed a petition requesting the improvement of those streets by the 
lighting thereof and have presented said petition to this Council; and 

 
WHEREAS, upon being notified that street lighting plans and an estimate of cost for lighting the streets 
in the Sterling Green Crossing Subdivision, Section 3, has been filed with the City Clerk, this Council 
may now declare the necessity for such improvement by the passage of a resolution,   
  
NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF XENIA HEREBY RESOLVES, at least four (4) members of 
the City Council concurring, that: 

 
Section 1. There is hereby established Lighting District #3, which shall include all of the 
Sterling Green Crossing Subdivision, Section 3, including Lot Numbers 79-124, as shown on the 
recorded Plat, Plat Cabinet 38, Pages 338A-339B, of the Plat Records of Greene County, Ohio, as 
requested upon petition, attached hereto as Exhibit A. 
 
Section 2. It is hereby declared necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and 
welfare of the City and its inhabitants to improve the streets in Lighting District #3 by providing 
for the lighting thereof, said lighting to be provided by electrical lighting, for the years 2020 
through 2022 (“the Improvement”).

Section 3. The plans and estimate of the cost for the Improvement, now on file in the office of 
the City Clerk, are hereby approved. 

 
Section 4. The entire cost of the Improvement shall be specially assessed on all lots and lands 
lying within Lighting District #3.  These lots and lands within Lighting District #3 are hereby 
determined to be specially benefited by the improvement and, in accordance with Ohio Revised 
Code Section 727.06, shall be assessed one hundred percent (100%) of the cost of the 
improvement. 
 
Section 5. It is hereby determined that the streets within Lighting District #3, which are to be 
improved by the lighting thereof, are so situated in relation to each other that said streets shall be 
treated as a single improvement, pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 727.09, in order to 
complete the Improvement in the most practical and economic manner. 
 
Section 6. The special assessments shall be levied to on each lot and land within Lighting 
District #2 in proportion to the benefits which will result from the Improvement, by dividing the 
total annual cost of the Improvement by the total number of lots within Lighting District #3, and 
shall be paid, when levied, in three (3) annual installments (2020-2022).   
 
Section 7. The remainder of the cost of the Improvement, if any, after the application of the 
special assessments provided for herein, shall be paid from other funds available and appropriated 
for such purpose. 
 
Section 8. The City does not intend to issue securities in anticipation of the levy of the special 
assessments, nor to issue securities in anticipation of the collection of special assessments. 
 
Section 9. The Finance Director, or his designee, is hereby directed to prepare estimated 
assessments, showing the amount of the special assessment against each lot and land to be 
assessed, based on the estimate of cost filed in the office of the City Clerk.  Such estimated 
assessments shall be prepared in accordance with the method of assessment set forth in this 
Resolution.  The estimated special assessments shall be filed in the office of the City Clerk and 
kept available for public inspection. 
 
Section 10.  Upon the filing of the estimated special assessments, the City Clerk is directed to 
give notice of the passage of this Resolution, and of the filing of the estimated assessments, by 
publication once a week for two (2) consecutive weeks in a newspaper of general circulation 
within the City, in accordance with Ohio Revised Code Section 727.14.  If the estimated special 
assessment against any property will exceed Two Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($250), the City 
Clerk shall give notice to the owner of the lot or land so affect by certified mail or by personal 
service. 
 
Section 11.  It is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning 
and relating to the passage of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, 
and that all deliberations of this Council that resulted in this formal action were in meetings open 
to the public in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio 
Revised Code.

The 
recommendations of the TIRC and any actions taken thereon by City Council are 
then submitted to the local Enterprise Zone Manager for Greene County and the 
Greene County Commissioners, who then review and forward the approved 
recommendations to the Ohio Department of Taxation and the Ohio 
Development Services Agency. 

 
 The City of Xenia has one (1) active OEZ Agreement and one (1) active CRA 

agreement that were each reviewed by the TIRC at their annual meeting on 
February 27, 2019.  The TIRC has recommended the acceptance of staff 
recommendations for each project based on the information provided.  The 
following summarizes the recommendations made by the TIRC: 

 
 Tashi Hospitality Inc. (Hampton Inn) – Continue 90% abatement of applicable 

real property taxes. 
 
 CIL Isotope Separations – Under construction, defer abatement.  
 
 Explanations of the recommendations and detailed information on each 

company’s performance are available from the Department of Development upon 
request.  The 2019 OEZ Annual Report continues to show the benefit of the 
City’s approach to this incentive program, available to assist with industrial 
expansions, as well as the community’s diversified industrial base.

Summary:   In 2018, the City of Xenia applied for, and was granted, State of Ohio Municipal 
Bridge Program funds to replace and/or rehabilitate deteriorated sections of the S. 
Columbus Street Bridge over the Shawnee Creek North Branch.  This particular 
bridge was selected for rehabilitation by City staff because it met the criteria for 
eligibility of receiving such funds.  A structural assessment of the bridge revealed 
joint deterioration and a need to rehabilitate the turn-of-the-century stone 
abutments.  While the City is responsible for all of the associated design costs, 
the benefit of the Ohio Municipal Bridge Program is that the construction of the 
improvements is portioned on a 95% State funds/5% Local funds basis.  The City 
of Xenia was granted $340,000 for construction by the State of Ohio with a local 
share commitment of $18,000. 

 
 On Monday, February 4, 2019, the Engineering Division received five (5) 

responses to its Request for Qualifications (RFQ) from engineering firms to 
design the improvements for the rehabilitation of this particular bridge.  An 
internal selection committee of City staff, which included: Finance Director, 
Assistant City Manager, CDBG Coordinator, Assistant City Engineer, 
Construction Inspector and the Public Service Director/City Engineer concluded 
that the most qualified firm to design the improvements to this bridge was 
American Structurepoint, Inc. 

 
 Because it is currently uncertain as to whether certain tasks will be necessary as a 

part of the design process, American Structurepoint has submitted a worst-case, 
not-to-exceed design fee of $99,916.  Originally, $70,000 was budgeted for the 
engineering design; however, because of the design “unknowns” at this time 
(namely a potential for acquisition of additional right-of-way) City staff requests 
that an additional $29,916 be appropriated so that the necessary funds are 
available if needed. The previously presented Appropriation Ordinance 
appropriated the additional funds that will enable the Engineering staff to move 
forward with the bridge design.

Biosolids are the end by-product of the City’s wastewater treatment process and 
consist of a concentrated organic material with excellent nutrient value.  They are 
extremely beneficial as soil conditioners and fertilizers for local farmers.  
Because the City of Xenia is not in the farming business, the distribution and 
application of this material is contracted out to certified haulers and distributors.  
The contractor is responsible for final disposal and land application of Biosolids 
in accordance with strict EPA rules and regulations. 

 
 On February 26, 2019, proposals were received from qualified contractors for a 

three (3) year agreement with the City of Xenia for Biosolids disposal.  The unit 
price proposals were based upon an estimated assumption of an annual disposal 
of 4,000 wet tons.  The City of Xenia received two (2) responses to the Request 
for Proposals.  The results of those proposals are summarized below:

Summary: In years 2016 and 2017, the Engineering staff applied for grant funding through 

MVRPC and OPWC to address the rapidly deteriorating condition of W. Second 
Street, from E. Church Street to S. Progress Drive.  Not only did the City of 
Xenia receive the requested funding, but the grant funds were awarded on a 
favorable timeline so that one large W. Second Street Resurfacing Project could 
be bid and awarded at the same time (rather than as two separate projects).  
While prospective bidders were asked to itemize their respective bids for two (2) 
separate phases because of the various grant funding sources being devoted to 
specific phases, the lowest and best bid would be determined based upon the 
summation of the bids for each phase. The W. Second Street Phase I Resurfacing 
spans from E. Church Street to S. Allison Avenue, and the W. Second Street 
Phase II spans from S. Allison Avenue to S. Progress Drive. 

 
 On March 5, 2019, two (2) competitive bids were received from qualified 

contractors to complete the resurfacing project. The two firms and their 
respective bids are presented below:

Summary: In order to receive the necessary grant funds to resurface a portion of W. Second 

Street, in particular the section between Massie Drive and S. Progress Drive, it is 
necessary to complete concrete improvements that meet federal ADA standards. 
More specifically, because federal funds granted through MVRPC are being used 
to resurface this specific section of W. Second Street, all accessory ADA ramps 
must meet the most current design standards.  In addition, this particular section 
of roadway contains areas of deteriorated curbing and driveway aprons that have 
settled to the point where they hold water after rain events.  Because the work 
planned is located within an eligible area, it seems logical to utilize this year’s 
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) allocation to fund these concrete 
improvements in advance of the resurfacing project.
